In addition to dry food, we need £150 a 
week to buy fresh fruit and vegetables.

Our vision for the future includes a place in the City Centre where the 
love of Jesus can be experienced in a practical way. This would be a 
place where day or night those who are experiencing difficulty would 
be welcomed to come and share their problems and find a comforting 
arm and a listening ear.  

· The Ark would be a place where Christians of all denominations 
would pray continually throughout the day and night. 

· Anybody feeling lonely or rejected would be able to find 
friendship and spiritual support and could receive counselling for 
drink/drug, pregnancy issues etc. 

· It would include a café area where those in financial difficulties 
would be offered a meal. Food parcels would also be distributed. 

· There would be a shop where clothes can be purchased for a 
small fee and the proceeds would help other poor communities 
in the third world. 

· The Ark would be a central place for churches to coordinate 
information and where Christians would be encouraged to come 
and use their God-given gifts in the service of others, working in 
unity as the body of Christ to build the kingdom of God.
